

Chronic Medication Agreement
The medications prescribed for your child’s condition are closely regulated and monitored by the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA).
The purpose of this letter is to prevent misunderstandings and to help us comply with the law regarding controlled medications.
1. Medications are to be taken exactly as prescribed.  Do not make any changes to the dosage or schedule without healthcare provider approval.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Prescriptions will be given ONLY at Med Check appointments which are required at least every 3 months (1 month after starting a new medication or new dose) to monitor the patient’s weight, height, blood pressure, and day to day functioning.
3. Med Check appointments should be made at least 1 month in advance.  This will allow you to schedule the time and date needed to accommodate your schedule and to ensure that your child does not run out of his/her medication.  We strongly recommend that you schedule your next Med Check appointment before leaving your current appointment.  These types of appointments book up quickly!
4. Controlled substances cannot by law be called in to the pharmacy.  It is very important that the prescriptions be safeguarded against loss or theft.

I have read the above conditions and fully understand them.  I have been given the opportunity to ask questions and have had them answered.  I agree to follow these conditions and realize that failure to do so may result in being dismissed from Mill Valley Pediatrics.
